SILENT NIGHT

The Christmas Carol Silent Night (Stille Nacht) was first performed on Christmas Eve, 1818 at St. Nicholas
parish church in Oberndorf, a village in the Austrian Empire (present-day Austria). By the 1840s the song was
well known across the region and was reportedly a favourite of Frederick William IV of Prussia.

In 1859, the Episcopal priest John Freeman Young, of Trinity Church, New York City, wrote and published
the English translation that is most frequently sung today.

Since its inception the song has been translated into over 140 languages and was declared an intangible
cultural heritage by UNESCO in 2011.
